UCP of San Diego is joining the "Take Me Home" Registry as a 
stakeholder organization who can register people with disabilities onto the 
new regional registry which helps law enforcement agencies throughout 
San Diego County to respond to calls by families and other caregivers of 
people with special needs who are missing.  When officers respond to 
these incidents, obtaining pertinent information quickly is critical in 
providing for the safety of the person involved - information that is timely, 
accurate, searchable, and especially, that is accessible across the entire 
region.  Take Me Home is intended to serve, through expert organizations, 
people with developmental disabilities or medical conditions that may 
increase their risk of wandering or being lost, or that may be unable to 
identify themselves or provide accurate information about their immediate 
needs. 
  
Registering for the Take Me Home system is FREE, confidential and 
requires submitting information and a digital photograph to the stakeholder 
organization that either already serves the needs, or aligns with needs, of 
the registrant.  UCP is one of the organizations who can assist you with 
completing the information forms required and to submit the digital 
photograph.
